Summary of H.R. 3882
Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to change the length of the obligated period of service on active duty required for receiving certain education benefits administered by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, and for other purposes.
Mr. Walz of Minnesota introduced H.R. 3882 on October 17, 2007.

H.R. 3882 would:
Amend Title 38, Section 3011 to change the obligated service for Guard and Reserve forces from two years to less than three years, which will expand the number of service members eligible for Chapter 30 MGIB two year active duty education benefit.
