Title:  To amend title 38, United States Code, to prohibit the collection of copayments for all hospice care furnished by the Department of Veterans Affairs.  

Mr. Miller of Florida introduced H.R. 2623 on June 7, 2007.
H.R. 2623, as amended, would:

Prohibit the collection of copayments for all hospice care provided by the VA.

Effective Date:  Date of Enactment.
Cost:
The Congressional Budget Office estimates that H.R. 2623 would cost about $2 million over the 2008-2012 period.  Enacting this bill would not affect direct spending or receipts.
