Summary of H.R. 1470

Chiropractic Care Available to All Veterans Act
Title:  To amend the Department of Veterans Affairs Health Care Programs Enhancement Act of 2001 to require the provision of chiropractic care and services to veterans at all Department of Veterans Affairs medical centers.
Mr. Filner of California introduced H.R. 1470 on March 12, 2007.

H.R. 1470 would:

Require the Department of Veterans Affairs to expand chiropractic care to at least 75 medical centers by December 31, 2009, and at all medical centers no later than December 31, 2011.

Cost:
CBO estimates the cost to be $3 million in 2008 and $74 million over five years (2008-2002).
